the Southern Bptist Convention, membership is open to Christian campers of all denominations. There is no
membership fee.

Campers on Missions is also a state fellowship of Christian campers right here in Alabama who share their
faith while they camp. Alabama COM sponsrs a Fall and Spring Rally and over twenty mission projects a
year.

What do Campers on Mission do?

COM accept shoiterm volunteer assignments across the United States and Canada. From state fairs, motor
speedways, sewing, nursing home ministry, puppetyer walks, Seaman Center, association camps to church
construction and disasteglief. COM combine a love of the outdoors with ministry across

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A VISIT WITH LONG TIMERS

Malcolm & Dollie Gilliland

They even remember the day they joined
Alabama COM, Friday April 6, 1990. They were
looking for something to do in retirement and
had just read an article in the Alabama Baptist
about COM. Harvey Hastings knocked on their
front door. Mr. Harvey was visiting them for
church outreach and he spotted an RV parked
out back. He invited them to church and just
casually mentioned that COM was going to
have a job in Huntsville in a few days. They
decided to go and try them out.

Malcolm retired as a Millwright after 33 years
with US Steel in Birmingham and 6 years with
the City of Midfield. That was a rough life,
being a Christian around all of those rough
cussing and fussing Millwrights. Working the
Huntsville job was an eye opening experience.
This  Christian  organization was doing
construction which he loved, but the people
were so good, so different, no smoking or
cussing with all working together in harmony.
The job was a wonderful eye opener and
different from anything they had ever done in
their lives.

During Malcolm's working years, Dollie was a
homemaker, raising their 2 wonderful boys.
With COM she enjoyed helping and witnessing
at the backyard Bible studies. Dollie also

enjoyed finishing sheetrock with Velma Carrol.
The women also kept the work area clean
picking up the short pieces, sweeping the floors
and cooking for the men. Through the years
the women also made nursing home lap robes,
cloth bags, quilts, and children's clothes to send
overseas.

After being married 65 years, 20 years with
COM and over 100 projects later, they have
never been on a COM trip that they regretted.
Their rigs grew from a 20 foot travel trailer to
26 and 29 footers and now they pull a 5t
wheel. They have been in 29 states. In over
120,000 miles of towing, thanks to Dollies back
seat driving helping keep them out of a couple
situations, the Lord has blessed them with safe
travels.

Malcolm feels COM is just fine the way it is and
would not do a lot of changing. The COM
people have always been so nice. Earlier there
were five to eight couples on a job, now we
have more people. Today's group does a lot
more work than in the early 90's because we
have more active people and a lot more and
better tools. On his first job, which was a start
to finish job, he had a hammer, skill saw, a big
framing square and T square. First thing he
bought was a ladder and tool belt. Later he
purchased a framing nailer and compressor. He
feels our quality today is as good as or even
better than his early days.

Looking back to 1990 with the wisdom of today,
they would gladly join Alabama COM again.
The group has grown from a small close knit
group to a much larger group but all good
Christian people. The people of COM do what
they do because they love the Lord. Compared
to the foul mouthed dirty greasy millwright job,
this has been a wonderful experience.
